Casa Verde Builders (CVB) teaches 
youth ages 17-24 cutting-edge, green 
construction techniques. Participants 
build energy-efficient, affordable homes 
in East Austin for first time home-buy-
ers and learn the construction process 
from foundation to finish. 

Casa Verde Builders (CVB)

Pinnacle Corps students go to school for a 1/2 day and work 
on-site for a 1/2 day.  They are paid a living stipend every 2 
weeks and receive an Americorps Education Award at the end 
of their term of service.
