Computer Corps (C-Corps) is a green jobs training program 
that trains youth in refurbishing used computers.  The stu-
dents then distribute the computers to citizens in 
need.  Youth also serve in technology-based internships with 
other non-profit partners in Austin and learn workplace skills 
while providing the partner with technical assistance.

The Computer Corps members: 

¶ Refurbish at least 40 computers to donate to the com-
munity, including individuals, families, and organiza-
tions. 

¶ Provide or support technology training to low-income/
low-skilled individuals through site placements. 

¶ Will earn a bi-weekly stipend and an end-of-term edu-
cation award. 

¶ Will serve between 450 and 900 hours, depending on 
their term of service; that averages out to 20 hours per 
week. 

¶ Will receive ongoing training by Computer Corps staff 
members.
